Hello everybody,

After a quick survey to get a feel for the demand for this Clinic we had 35 replies within a week so here we go again, planning this years Mackenzie Ice Hockey U16 Skills Clinic at Lake Tekapo on Queens Birthday Weekend. The past five years of  Clinics have been extremely successful, with over 55 participants in 2012.
As a kiwi, I am proud to be able to provide a quality clinic for kiwi players. I will use the best people I can to provide a quality, learning experience and I do this in my belief that we need to take control of our hockey future, and not rely on people from overseas to do this for us. We are looking forward to running another fantastic camp this Queens Birthday Weekend.
We will again be offering the players a low coach to player ratio which will ensure that all players can expect individual skill improvement from this clinic. If you are a player who wishes to get some extra ice-time, improve your skills and experience this unique camp, then we are very happy to have you. 
I am often asked if a younger sibling can attend the clinic as the family will be coming. We are very flexible in the way we coach and plan this event so contact us if you have any concerns about the age or ability of possible participants. We endeavor to make this a unique and fun weekend for the players in a controlled learning environment.   
 
Features of the 2013 Clinic are: 

· Four 90 minute on-ice training sessions focused on development of the players Individual Skills.
· High Intensity and Maximum Ice use – One coach per 5 players, providing help
· Two hours of game-time on Monday (2 games - teams based on skill level and ability) 
· Two off-ice sessions and two hockey educational classroom sessions.
· Coaches still to be confirmed but rest assured I will have the best possible. More details as I confirm them. So far, James Campbell is confirmed.
· Prominent current or ex Ice Blacks, Ice Fernz and NZIHL players will be assisting, demonstrating their skill level to the younger players and acting as role models. 
· Hot Pools at Alpine Springs available as an extra at a negotiated group price. 
· Cowans Hill Stargazing – this is weather dependant. We would like the players to experience something outside of hockey over the weekend and this local attraction is gaining world-wide appeal. This will be Saturday or Sunday evening and takes about 1 hour. (this cost will be separate from the registration fee)

I will again run this clinic under the umbrella of the Mackenzie Ice Hockey Club, and as such we have been successful in the past 4 years with Pub Charity funding to considerably reduce the cost to the players (last year down to $100). The registration fee of $150 is based on a worst case scenario (ie. no funds raised) but we will pass on any savings we can make with an application to Pub Charity once again. 
Remember…. this is Queens Birthday Weekend and although Lake Tekapo has a vast amount of accommodation, we suggest you look at arranging your place to stay asap. Google Lake Tekapo accommodation and check the holiday home, motor-camp, B&B or motel options. 
We will take female players who are slightly over-age if we can help them in their skill development and up to 16 year old boys if their skill level requires some help. Registrations limited to about 50 on a first in first serve basis.
